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1. Juvenile
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About 8 to 12 years old and 7-head height. They have longer legs and arms, and in
addition, their original baby fat is gradually disappearing, revealing bones such as knees,

elbows, and other characteristics of the adult body.
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Children of this age are often characterized bv exaggerated movements. Childish and
clumsy movements affect the use of their hands and feet, little girls will behave like a "little
woman" or like a naughty little bov, voung boys of this age often consciously imitate the

manly poses and dynamics of older idols they worship.
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For both bovs and girls, the movement and their supplies can determine the pose of the
child being drawn and provide them props. School is also an important place in the life of
juvenile Afier the holidays, when returning to school, things like schoolbags and backpacks

are the usual props.
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2. Teenagers
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Children between the ages of 13 and 17, who are 8-head height. have slender legs and
