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Task Two Costumes Classification of Tujia
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2.3: Tujia children’s costumes
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Tujia children do not pay much attention to the clothes and trousers. After the age of 4,
the costumes of children are different from boys and girls. Boys tend to be plain, and girls
tend to be flowers. There is no other outstanding place, mainly in the hat. Tujia men and
women wear flowery hats, "purple gold crown" in spring, "toad hat" and "circle hat" in
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summer, "winter gourd hat" and "octagonal hat" in autumn, "tiger head hat", "dog head hat",
"phoenix tail hat" and "wind hat" in winter. In addition to embroidering flowers, birds and
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characters such as "Magpie and Plum", "Phoenix and Peony", "Long Life and Wealth", "Easy
to Raise People" and “Jubilee” were embroidered, but also "Eighteen Arhats" were
embroidered at the hat.  Children generally wore cat-head tail hat, the brim of the front sewn
on the "Big Eight Immortals", "Little Eight Immortals", and “Thirteen Arhats". The big one in
the middle is the seated Guanyin statue, with eighteen Arhats statues nailed on both sides,
silver hooks on both sides of the tiger hat to the front of the two cheeks, used for children to
wear hats, and tiger ears made of white rabbit hair on both sides of the top of the hat. Hanging
a silver bell in front of the front, the tiger hat is made of big red satin fabric, the front eaves is
embroidered with a "king" character, and the back of the head is embroidered with double
dragon grabbing treasure and other patterns. The chest holds a gold lock and silver plate with
the words "Fu, Lu, Shou, Xi" and a gold chain and silver beam hanging from the back of the
hat. The hat ornaments are shaped like eight immortals, longevity star, eighteen Luohan,
square abacus, lion head ear burin, silver chain, silver plate and silver bell. Young children's
clothes and pants are generally made of floral cloth, but also in plain cloth embroidery,
according to the age, season to do a variety of different costumes. Girls have to wear ears
when they reach the age of 12, and the day to wear ears is usually in the second month of the
lunar calendar, the Flower Festival. According to legend, the ears are not thickened at this day,
because there is a flower god protection.
